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The white entry is the 2007  
Oriana, a tasty blend of 52%  
Viognier, 35% Roussanne, and 
13% Riesling. Medium straw- 
colored with a green tint, the  
nose offers up mineral,  
honeysuckle, tangerine, and  
apricot. Medium-bodied and 
smooth-textured, on the palate  
the wine is barely off-dry (0.5% 
RS, just at the threshold of  
perception), crisp, and  
concentrated. Drink this lengthy  
effort over the next 2-3 years. 
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
